. It is recommended that long hair be tied back for health
and safety reasons, this is true for both boys and girls

. The school does not permit children to have haircuts that
could serve as a distraction to other children or raise
health and safety concerns.

. Shaved heads or hairstyles that are deemed by the school
to be extreme are not acceptable.

. Hair should not be cut on anything less than a grade/
number two setting. No markings should be shaved into
the hair (e.g patterns or symbols) If you are unsure
whether or not a hairstyle will be acceptable you are
advised to ask the Head of School.

. Hair must not be dyed, bleached or beaded. (e.g. extreme
colours)

. No hair extensions.

From time to time school may hold "Non-uniform Days". These
may involve individual classes or the whole school.

Non-uniform days may be held;

. As a reward e.g. Class Attendance Award.

. To support a National or Local Charity e.g. Red Nose Day,
Children in Need.

. To raise funds for the school.

. To develop curriculum days (e.g. St George's Day, World
